What’s in a name? What’s in God’s name? What
Is God’s name?

God has many more interesting names: Jehovah-
Shalom, the Lord is peace (Judg.6:24); Jehovah-
Shammabh, the Lord who is present (Ezek. 48:36);
Jehovah-Tsidkenu, the Lord our righteousness
(Jer. 23:6,33:6); Jehovah-Maccaddeschcem, the
Lord our Sanctifier (Ex. 31:13; Lev. 20:8,21:8;
22:32, Ezek. 20:12) and Jehovah-Sabbaoth, the
Lord of hosts (1Sam. 1:3)

David included several names of God in Psalm
23. With all the names and meanings inserted it
reads like this:

The Lord is my shepherd (Jehovah-Raah, the
good, great and chief Shepherd), I shall not want
(Jehovah-Jireh, the Lord provides). He makes me
lie down in green pastures; He leads me beside
quiet waters (Jehovah-Shalom, the Lord our
peace.) He restores my soul (Jehovah-Ropheka,
the Lord that heals thee); He guides me in the
paths of righteousness (Jehovah-Tsidkenu, the
Lord of our righteousness) for His name’s sake.
Even though | walk through the valley of the
shadow of death, | fear no evil; for thou are with
me (Jehovah-Shammabh, the Lord who is present)
Thy rod and thy staff, they comfort me. Thou
dost prepare a table before me in the presence of
mine enemies (Jehovah-Nissi, the Lord my
banner — | reest, He fights); Thou anointed my
head with oil (Jehovah—Maccaddeschcem, the
Sanctifier pours on the oil of the Holy Spirit); my
cup overflows.

Surely goodness and loving kindness will follow
me all the days of my life, and | will dwell in the
house of the Lord (YHWH-Jehovah, the self
existent, eternal One) forever.
